Cabernet Sauvignon
Cabernet Sauvignon is the acknowledged "king" of red grapes in Napa Valley.  Some Napa Valley
Cabernet vines from the 19th century are still producing, but most were replanted in the last 20 years.
Cabernet Sauvignon is a complex grape.  Its character can emerge as black currants, green olives, herbs,
bell peppers or combinations of these with mint and leather; these wines age beautifully.  When young,
they are best matched with robust red meat dishes.  Older Cabernets are superb complements to roasts,
steaks, and artisanal cheeses.
