They are made to be drunk young, taste fine upon
release and, in fact, will probably lose their appeal if not consumed within a few years. Red wines, especially those
that are substantial and well-balanced, with plenty of ripe tannins are more likely to need aging. In cellaring,
components soften and evolve and give the wine depth and complexity that a young wine will rarely exhibit.
